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Head-to-head:
This is the third meeting of the season between the Wolf Pack and their Northeast Division rivals the Devils, the top affiliate of the New Jersey Devils, and the second here at the XL Center.  The two clubs have split a pair of previous 4-3 decisions, the Wolf Pack winning at home October 6 and the Devils holding sway in Albany October 25.  J.T. Miller (2-0-2), Ryan Bourque (1-1-2) and Aaron Johnson (1-1-2) are among a group of six Wolf Pack players tied at two points in the two games, and Albany defenseman Jon Merrill, who is currently on recall to the parent New Jersey club, leads both teams in scoring with 1-3-4.  All-time against the Albany franchise the Wolf Pack is 6(W)-5(L)-0(T)-0(OTL)-3(SOL) in 14 games, 3(W)-3(L)-0(T)-0(OTL)-1(SOL) in seven meetings at home.

Wolf Pack Notebook:
The Wolf Pack (7-5-0-2, 16 pts.) are looking tonight to snap an 0-3-0-1 streak, and a run of three straight regulation losses.  After having not given up more than four goals in any of their first 12 games, the Pack were touched up for a total of 14 goals-against in their two games against Providence last weekend.  Hartford suffered its first shutout-against of the season Sunday on the road, losing 6-0 to the Bruins, after the Wolf Pack fought back to cut a 6-2 deficit to 6-5 Friday night at the XL Center, in what would eventually become an 8-5 defeat. Keith Kinkaid posted his third straight win in net with 25 saves.  Albany is above .500 on the road for the year, at 3-2-0-1, and the Devils are averaging the fewest shots-against per-game (24.9) of any team in the AHL.
