The Wolf Pack won their first two matchups this year with the Phantoms, the top affiliate of the Philadelphia Flyers, but Adirondack took the latest battle, winning 3-0 last Friday in Glens Falls.  Hartford prevailed, 5-4 in a shootout, in the only previous visit by the Phantoms here to the XL Center, October 11.  J.T. Miller (2-0-2) is among five Wolf Pack players who have multiple points in this year’s season series, and Phantoms Bruno Gervais (1-2-3), Jason Akeson (0-3-3) and Petr Straka (0-3-3) are tied for the overall points lead in the series.  All-time, the Wolf Pack are 12-5-2-0 vs. Adirondack in its four seasons of existence and 8-1-0-0 at home.
