One Is the Lonliest Number: The Sound Tigers scored one goal for the sixth time this season last night against 
Albany. They are 0-4-1-1 when scoring just once. They have yet to be shut out this year. The last time they were 
shut out was by Hartford’s Dov Grumet-Morris on April 19, 2014, the final game of the 2013-14 season.

60 is Not Enough: Two of the past three games between these two teams have gone to overtime, with Hartford 
winning both contests.
